The 2007 Portland Yacht Club Junior
Sailing program ran at nearly full
capacity, with 120 students
participating in three separate sessions
at the beginning through traveling race
teams in Optimist dinghies and

Club 420s. The waterfront was
bustling with activity, fun and learning
every day. It is fun to see more kids
learning about the sport in such a fun
and safe environment with our team of
excellent coaches, led by Director
Molly White. It is also fun to see
families participating in the growing
Tuesday night picnic and racing
series, and volunteering for the
program in other vital areas.

The Optimist and 420 teams got off to
a great start at the New Bedford and
Hingham Junior Regattas in July, with
great showings from both teams. In
New Bedford, Berweigel and Eliza
Price were our top finishers in 24th
out of 62 club 420's. On the Opti
Championship line Charliealumiere
placed 4th and Michaéhnno in

10th. PYC had a great showing in
Hingham.

WATERFRONT

It has been a busy couple of months
on the PYC waterfront. Bob Putnam
and his team of launch drivers have
been working hard to deliver the best
launch service possible. They have
also made a number of upgrades that
you may have noticed; some very
visible — like the new non-skid ramp
treads. Some not so visible — like the
alteration to the railings on the main
gangway so that it does not detach
itself and fall into the water on storm

tides. You may have seen a wi-fi
repeater antennae added to the
dockhouse. This will help you with
wi-fi coverage through the system
based at Handy Boat. It is a non-profit
wi-fi access arrangement put together
with the help of PYC member Jon
Randall. We are also in the process
of adding PYC weather station info to
the PYC website. And we will be
installing a webcam that will produce
images, also available on the website.
We hope to have these up and running
later this Fall. Looking forward to
2008 we are talking about extending
launch hours Friday and Saturday
night in July and August to allow
those who dine at PYC and stay on
their boat or those who are out at one
of the other waterfront restaurants to
get in/out without rowing. We also
hope to provide the launch drivers
with “uniforms” to wear. Finally, the
Waterfront Committee has begun to
plan for the replacement of the
dockhouse. We are having
professional design plans drawn up
(volunteered member services) after
meeting and getting Bob Putnam’s
feedback regarding improvements to
increase efficiency and solve safety
issues. We hope to get a plan in place
that can be acted on when the budget
allows and before the current
dockhouse leaves us for good in a
strong blow.
