Disciplinary Action:

 1st Offense:  Student will receive a verbal warning.

 2nd Offense:  Student will report to the Junior Sailing Director who will notify 

 
 
 his/her parents.  The student will stay onshore for a length of time, 

 
 
 as determined by the Junior Sailing Director.

 3rd Offense:  Student will be required to leave the program for the remainder of 

 
 
 the day, and be suspended from the program for the following full 

 
 
 day of sailing.

 4th Offense:  Student will not to allowed to return to the Junior Sailing Program 

 
 
 for the duration of that sailing season.

 *Students who participate in an excessively unsafe or destructive manner may be 

 suspended or dismissed from the program without multiple warnings.

 *Students who are found using, providing, or possessing drugs or alcohol may be 

 suspended or dismissed from the program without multiple warnings.

 *We will NOT refund any tuition or fees if a student is suspended or dismissed from the 

 PYC Junior Sailing Program.
